A Health Insurance Exchange is intended to make buying a health care plan simpler, like shopping on the 
Internet for an airline ticket or hotel room.  Exchanges are intended to increase competition, consumer 
choice and transparency of product offerings.   
 
For consumers, exchanges will be the vehicle through which different health carriers offer policies and 
provide comparable information on benefits and costs to help consumers better understand their 
options.  The exchange will also be a centralized mechanism to determine eligibility for tax credits and 
cost-sharing reductions.   
 
Each state is expected to establish Exchanges, either as a government agency or a non-profit 
organization.  The Idaho Legislature is currently debating a bill to set up a state exchange.  If the state 
fails to set up an Exchange, the federal government may step in to create one. 
 
There are still many stakeholder differences to be resolved, but state based exchanges offer the 
potential to get more people protected by health care coverage, which is essential to establishing an 
affordable, sustainable health care system for the long term.
